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CURRICULUM PROFILE
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The Victorian Essential Learning Standards describe what 
students are expected to know and be able to do at this level, 
and how well they should know and be able to do it.

Levels 1 and 2  
(approximately Prep to Year 2)
The foundation knowledge, skills and behaviours that children 
must develop in Levels 1 and 2 to become successful learners  
at school are:

•	English (reading, writing, speaking and listening)
•	Mathematics
•	The Arts (creating and making)
•	Interpersonal Development (with an emphasis on socialisation)
•	Health and Physical Education (movement and physical activity)

Level 3  
(approximately Years 3 to 4)
At Level 3, students begin to respond to information, ideas 
and beliefs from contexts beyond their immediate experience. 
Consistent with this development, additional standards across  
a range of domains in the three strands are introduced.

Students are also expected to achieve standards in science, the 
humanities, thinking processes, design, creativity and technology, 
personal learning, and civics and citizenship.

Level 4  
(approximately Years 5 to 6)
Standards are introduced in the remaining domains of 
Languages other than English (LOTE), History, Geography, 
Economics and Communication. Students at this level should  
be able to achieve the full range of knowledge and skills required 
by the Standards.

Level 5  
(approximately Years 7 to 8)
The key characteristics of students at this level include:

•	Developing self-efficacy skills to maintain confidence  
and a positive attitude

•	Developing an individual sense of identity
•	Having an awareness of universal ethics and morality,  

culture and nationhood
•	Shifting from the concrete to the conceptual
•	Discriminating in terms of value, quality and worth
•	Developing an awareness of formal methods of inquiry

VICTORIAN ESSENTIAL  
LEARNING STANDARDS(VELS)
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Children who attain the age of 5 years by 30th April in a year 
may commence school at the beginning of that year. Each child 
is expected to attend every school day unless the parent has a 
valid reason.

Please provide the school with information pertaining to your 
child’s absence. This may be by phone, email or note. It is 
required by DEECD that we have a reason for every day a student 
is absent.

Emergency details
Emergency details are kept on file for each child in the school. 
This enables contact with the parents or their agent in case  
of illness or accident. Parents are asked to advise the school 
without delay of any changes required to enable prompt contact 
at any time:

1. Address;
2. Telephone number;
3. Emergency contact; 
4. Doctor;
5. Place of work.

Leaving school  
during school hours
If you wish your child to leave early for dental or medical 
appointments, etc. it is necessary to obtain permission from the 
School Office, fill in the Sign Out Book and then collect your 
child from the classroom teacher.

If your child is late to school they must be entered onto the sign 
in sheets at the Office prior to being taken to their grade.

If your child does come home, please ring the school 
immediately. We will be frantically trying to locate him/her!

When school is out
Staff exercise a great amount of care when supervising children 
leaving the school grounds. Teachers supervise the gate areas 
from 3.30 – 3.45 pm when all children should have either left 
to walk home or have been collected by parents. After this time 
supervision is no longer available and any child who has not 
gone home is to go to the Office. It is expected that children are 
collected as close to 3.30 pm as possible.

In case of an emergency, please inform us of what alternative 
arrangements have been made.

To assist with the safety of all children in the vicinity of the 
school, please give particular attention to where you park, how 
children alight from cars and come to meet you.

If both the home and school emphasise obeying road rules  
and safety procedures, our children will make a habit of 
responsible behaviour. 

School visitors
All visitors to our school must register at the General Office  
on arrival and must wear a visitors badge for the entire duration 
of this visit.

SCHOOL ATTENDANCE
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Please clearly label with your child’s name, all clothing, especially 
school jackets and raincoats. This will save much confusion.  
Lost property is kept in a basket located near the Office. School 
bags, cases and lunch boxes should be clearly labeled with the 
child’s name. Sometimes children are required to take off their 
shoes (for sport, etc.) so it is wise to have the child’s name 
written in each one.

Lunches
Lunches are eaten between 1.30 and 1.40 pm under teacher 
supervision - outside in fine weather, inside if cold, wet or 
extreme heat. All uneaten food is to be taken home.

Children are encouraged to participate in a fruit or vegetable 
break at 12.30 pm. Children are also encouraged to drink water 
through all instructional times. 

A canteen service is conducted each Monday, Wednesday and 
Friday. You will be provided with a menu and instructions early  
in the year. Please remember to send play lunch if your child has 
a lunch order.

School banking 
Tuesday is bank day. New account forms from the Common
wealth Bank are available at the Office. If your child already has  
a Commonwealth Bank book they can continue to use it. 
Children transferring in must have the account transferred before 
money will be accepted. Please check the coupon book after 
each bank day.

The school bank process is completed by a parent representative 
working in a voluntary capacity for the benefit of the school. 
Commonwealth Bank forms for new accounts are available  
from the information box at the Office.

PERSONAL PROPERTY
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The School Medical Services visit the school annually. Prep 
children will be examined. Teachers or parents may refer pupils 
from other grades if some medical problem is suspected. 

School First Aid Officer
A fully qualified School First Aid Officer is employed and 
manages responsibility for health and wellbeing of Students.  
The First Aid Officer is in attendance Monday, Wednesday and 
Friday recesses and every lunchtime. 

The First Aid Officer is responsible for providing teachers with 
first aid supplies for school excursions and school camps and 
attending major sporting events such as the Cross Country, 
House Athletics and Swimming Carnivals. 

Professional Development is provided for school staff in First 
Aid, Diabetes, Asthma and Anaphylactic training. Guest speakers 
are invited to Staff Meetings to bring staff up to date on health 
issues when required.

When a child is not well it is expected that the child will remain 
at home. When illness occurs during a school day, parents will be 
asked to collect the child from school.

In 2008 our school was re-accredited as an Asthma Friendly 
School. We are also a Sunsmart School.

Ninety eight percent of our teaching and non-teaching staff are 
trained in Level 2 First Aid and complete ongoing updates.

Student Welfare
Restorative Practice is the approach we use when dealing with 
any incident in our school. Restorative Practice in a school setting 
views misconduct not as school rule breaking, but as a violation 
against people and relationships in the school and the wider 
school community. Restorative Practices hope to achieve; all who 
participate have a sense of fairness and justice, a greater insight 
into the impact of behaviours on others, a healing of the hurt 
and a repairing of damaged relationships. The student remains 
a member of the school community which can continue to 
offer support and a sense of belonging. A sense of community 
is heightened when students, teachers, and parents are equally 
valued as participants at a conference. 

HEALTH & WELLBEING 
INFORMATION

Head lice
BNPS has a head lice program called Head Hunters which was 
introduced in 2002. This program was parent initiated and is run 
entirely by members of our parent community. The volunteers are 
trained to check for head lice and will screen the children twice 
a term. If your child has lice or eggs, they will need to have head 
lice treatment initiated before they can return to school.

This program has made a very positive impact on the head lice 
problem at school. If you wish to be involved please contact the 
office and we will put you in touch with our parent coordinator. 

School support services
School Support Services Officers (SSSO) are available on 
application, for example; Speech Pathology, Psychology and 
Educational Assessment. These services are provided to our 
school by the DEECD.

Walking School Bus
The walking school bus has been an enormous success. The bus 
involves children being collected along the route to school by  
a parent supervised group of children. The program is managed 
by volunteer parents.
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The Victorian Government Schools Reference Guide is our initial source used for all matters pertaining to health and safety of both 
Staff and Students. Additional information is also obtained from the Department of Human Services. 

Disease Exclusion from School

Chickenpox Until fully recovered or for at least five days after the eruption first appears. Note: Some 
remaining scabs are not an indication for continued exclusion.

Conjunctivitis Until discharge from eyes has ceased

Diarrhoea Until diarrhea has ceased or until medical certificate of recovery is produced.

Diphtheria Until medical certificate of recovery is received following at least two negative throat swabs, 
the first not less than twenty-four hours after finishing a course of antibiotics and the other 
forty-eight hours later.

Glandular Fever Exclusion is not necessary

Hand, foot and mouth disease Until all blisters have dried

Haemophilus type b(Hib) Until medical certificate of recovery is received.

Hepatitis A Until a medical certificate of recovery is received, but not before seven days after the onset of 
jaundice or illness. 

Hepatitis B Exclusion is not necessary

Hepatitis C Exclusion is not necessary

Herpes (Cold Sores) Young children unable to comply with good hygiene practices should be excluded while the 
lesion is weeping. Lesions to be covered by dressing, where possible.

Hookworm Exclusion is not necessary

Impetigo (School Sores) Until appropriate treatment has commenced. Sores on exposed surfaces must be covered with 
a watertight dressing.

Influenzas and like illnesses Until well

Measles For at least four days after the onset of rash.

Meningitis (Bacteria) Until well.

Meningococcal infection Until adequate carrier eradication therapy has been completed.

Molluscum contagiosum Exclusion not necessary.

Mumps For nine days or until swelling goes down (whichever is sooner).

Poliomyelitis For at least fourteen days from onset. Re-admit after receiving medical certificate of recovery.

Ringworm, scabies, pediculosis (Head Lice) Re-admit the day after appropriate treatment has commenced.

Rubella (German Measles) Until fully recovered or for at least four days after the onset of the rash

Salmonella, Shigella Until diarrhea ceases

Streptococcal infection (including Scarlet Fever) Until the child has received antibiotic treatment for at least twenty-four hours and the child 
feels well.

Trachoma Re-admit the day after appropriate treatment has commenced.

Tuberculosis Until receipt of a medical certificate from the treating physician stating that the child is not 
considered to be infectious.

Typhoid fever (including paratyphoid fever) Until approval to return has been given by the Secretary.

Whooping Cough (Pertussis) Exclude the child for five days after starting antibiotic treatment.

Worms (intestinal) Exclude if diarrhea present.
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The Uniform Shop is located with the Language Unit in the 
breezeway outside the Grade 1 classrooms. The wearing of 
school uniform develops a feeling of recognition as a member  
of Beaumaris North Primary School.

Children should be neat and clean. “Way out” gear is NOT 
suitable for school. For safety and health reasons, thongs are 
NOT to be worn at school. School shoes or runners are suitable 
footwear. Sports shoes are encouraged to be worn for sports 
activities for safety and performance.

Summer uniform
All children are required to wear hats for protection from the  
sun in Terms 1, 2 (until 1st May) and 4. Children are encouraged 
to wear their hats throughout the whole year.

The children in Year 6 have a special bomber jacket that they 
purchase to wear for their final year at Primary School. The  
jacket is printed with all the Year 6 children, teachers and the 
school year.

Information for  
purchasing school uniform
We realise how difficult it can be buying school uniforms for the 
first time. The following information may help.

When deciding what to buy, don’t forget the old saying of 
“one on, one off and one in the wash”. We suggest a minimum 
of two summer tops and bottoms, one vest, windcheater or 
bomber jacket and one pair of track pants or leggings. You can 
always buy more winter uniform later in the year.

Labels: We cannot stress enough the need to label your 
child’s uniform. 

Compulsory items

Hats In terms 1, 2 (until 1st May) and 4 hats are 
compulsory - the school enforces its “No hat, 
no play” policy.

Library Bags Any protective bag.

Art Smocks We stock a school art smock, but once again 
you could use one from home or sew one.

General Uniform

Summer Dress Our dress may seem expensive (compared to 
all the cheaper styles from Target and Myer), 
but it is a top quality garment that washes 
and wears very well. 

Track pants We sell a double-knee (padded) track pants 
which are sturdier and well worth it.

The Uniform Shop is open once a month on a Monday afternoon 
and then Tuesday morning before school. If you are unable to 
get to the open times for any item then orders can be placed at 
the office with the correct money or eftpos details in an envelope 
clearly marked “Uniform Shop”.

The Uniform Shop is run by parent helpers for the Parents’ Club. 
There is only a small mark up (usually 10%) on all items and 
profits are then returned to the school through the Parents’ Club. 
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Stationery Pack Charge
A stationery pack is purchased for each child which provides 
such items as pencils, pens and diaries (higher Year levels) writing 
books, rulers. All packs are ordered through the school and are 
available for pickup in January.

Compulsory Subject Charges  
for Essential Education Items
The Department of Education & Early Childhood Development 
has advised that material supplied to students is a category of 
school charge that parents are expected to pay. The Beaumaris 
North Primary School Council has determined that the 2009 
Student Charge for Essential Education Items is $230 this is 
made up of requisites for these areas:

•	Literacy Texts and supplies
•	Mathematics texts and supplies
•	Information Technology and supplies
•	Art – Performing and Visual supplies
•	Integrated Studies/Science/Tech supplies
•	Compulsory supplies classroom/photocopy

These charges cover such expenses as – software, computers 
and technical components, paper, copying, printing, text books, 
sport equipment and uniforms, visual art supplies, musical 
instruments, internet usage, first aid materials, grade class 
materials etc.

Voluntary School Contribution
The Voluntary School Contribution for 2009 has been set at $80 
per child. This contribution supports the facilities enhancement 
including the purchase of additional whiteboards, library books 
and resources, replacement of aging computers and printers. 
The Voluntary School Contribution will also be used for grounds 
development ensuring our school ground and play equipment is 
safe and within safety standards and guidelines. 

First Aid Officer Levy
The provision of a qualified first aid officer on a daily basis is 
a service that is warmly received by parents and teachers. This 
service is entirely funded by the BNPS parent community. The 
school first aid officer provides high standards of first aid, health 
counselling and support to families.

Excursion Charge
This is an annual amount which provides for whole class 
excursions and incursions. The student charge for excursions 
is set by year level. This charge does not include the cost of 
swimming or camps. 

Building Maintenance  
Trust Fund – Tax Deductible
The maintenance of a safe and attractive ground is important 
for all who use the facilities. This donation enables safety issues 
to be addressed immediately and development work to be 
undertaken. Donations to this fund are tax deductible. The 
suggested voluntary contribution to this fund is $80.00.

Maintenance/working bee
Throughout the year working bees are held at the school to 
maintain our school grounds. If parents are unable to attend 
these working bees, the opportunity is available to make a 
donation that is designated to purchases of materials used at the 
working bees. This included high quality mulch for under play 
equipment, trees for the replanting program and the installation 
of seating and lunch tables for the students.

Payment options 
For all payments to the school, options include cash, cheques, 
EFTPOS and credit card. Late in the year, Stationery Pack order 
forms are handed out to the children. Included with the 
Stationery is a list of fees applicable for the following year. At this 
stage we offer a payment plan of five (5) easy monthly payments 
using either credit or savings cards. This option is popular and 
helps ease the financial strain.

HOW MUCH DOES IT COST TO ATTEND 
BEAUMARIS NORTH PRIMARY SCHOOL?
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Education Maintenance Allowance 
The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is provided 
to assist eligible families with the costs associated with the 
education of their children. 

To be eligible for receipt of the EMA you must:

•	be either a parent or guardian of a primary or secondary 
school student up to the age of sixteen; and

•	be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension, allowance or 
benefit within the meaning of the State Concessions Act 2004 
or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) pensioner or be a foster parent.

Consequently parents/guardians are able to access the EMA  
if they have a valid Health Care Card or valid Pension Card.

The eligibility criteria must be met as at the first day of Term 1 
and Term 3. 

The EMA provides an annual amount paid in two instalments. 
This amount is split evenly between the parents/guardians and 
the school. Schools receive the school portion electronically twice 
a year and parents/guardians receive their portion via  
two cheques. 

Application forms are available from the school office.

Enrolment at BNPS
If you wish to enrol at our School please contact the office.  
The office ladies will be happy to assist you with your enrolment   
and answer any queries you may have. 

The enrolment process will include completing an Enrolment 
Form and providing copies of your child’s Birth Certificate and 
Immunisation details. 

Enrolments at all primary schools in the Bayside Network are 
required at the individual school by Friday 14th August 2009.
